THE SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION 

Why go to Confession?
We all carry "soul-clutter", regrets, habits, and secrets 
that weigh us down. While God is always listening to our 
private prayers, sin isn't just a "me and God" problem; it 
wounds our relationship with the whole human family. 
Confession is the spiritual "reset button" that offers 
certainty. You don't have to wonder if you're forgiven; 
you get to hear the words spoken out loud and leave the 
confessional with a clean slate and a lighter heart.

Why confess to a priest? Why not just go 
straight to God?
1. The Human Connection: We are physical beings. 

There is a profound psychological and spiritual 
healing that happens when we speak our burden out 
loud to another person.

2. The Biblical Roots: On Easter Sunday, Jesus appeared 
to the Apostles, breathed on them, and said, "Whose 
sins you forgive are forgiven them" (John 20:23). He 
intentionally chose human instruments to be His 
"ambassadors of mercy."

3. The Counselor: The priest isn’t there to judge you, he 

has heard it all before. He is there as a spiritual 
physician to offer guidance, encouragement, and a 
safe, confidential space where you don't have to carry 
your burden alone.

Confession is not a place of judgment, but a place of 
healing. No matter how long it has been or what you have 
done, you are invited to come and experience the 
profound peace of a fresh start.

money, work, or status?
� Do I use God’s name in anger or carelessly?

� Have I missed Mass on Sundays or Holy Days 
through my own fault?

� Have I been pure in my words and actions?
